EXPECTED RESULTS: Provide a platform and vital information, on HIV/AIDS prevention to 80 

youth between 12-30 years from mostly two local secondary schools (Mario Academic Complex and 

Mevick Bilingual Grammar School), as well as University students. Use knowledge and critical 

thinking: first to help youth understand their personal responsibility in the struggle against HIV/AIDS, 

as well as actions they could undertake at individual and community levels to address debilitating 

aspects of AIDS such as the growing number of helpless AIDS orphans.  

 

ABOUT THE FILM: ñBEAT THE DRUMò is a Z Productions film, written and produced by W. 

David McBrayer and directed by David Hickson.  It highlights specific problems linked to HIV/AIDS, 

such as the life of AIDS orphans, voluntary testing, use of condoms, role of grandmothers in the time 

of AIDS and the ñI FACTORò.

EXHIBITION OF PAINTINGS: An Exhibition of paintings of a World without AIDS and Malaria 

produced by AIDS orphans and other youth affected by AIDS in Cameroon during the seminar 

organized by AAA on 19-20 December 2007 complemented the screening.  

 

The field of health psychology has embraced ñvisualizationò as a powerful tool for influencing human 

behaviour. AAA work ensures that youth are encouraged and guided to visualize their own future - a 

future without AIDS and Malaria. ñVisualizationò is also known as ñMental Simulationò ï A process 

through which an individual imagines the future. A process that provides a window to the future by 

enabling people to envision possibilities and develop plans for bringing those possibilities about. 

Understanding the risk of contracting HIV/AIDS is not enough. To change individual behaviour, to 

prevent contracting the disease, the visualization exercise engages each individual to work on their 

own saving plan!  

 

By making this exhibition happen, the US Embassy is helping AAA to increase HIV/AIDS prevention 

behaviour in individuals.

DIALOGUE AFTER THE SCREENING: After screening the film, a dialogue facilitated by Mrs 

Gladys Viban of the US Embassy evolved around 4 main messages, which she termed ñThe 4 Getsò. 

These 4 gets are:  

Ÿ Get Informed  

Ÿ Get Tested  

Ÿ Get Treated  

Ÿ Get Involved  

 

These massages are part of the African Action on AIDS JUST KNOW Campaign.  They were at the 

heart of the film, carried by the two main characters ï Musa, the orphan and Norbert, the truck driver.  

 

The majority of participants thought that the film should be screened in schools and universities. They 

appreciated the scene where Norbert told Musaôs grandmother that he would like to be like Musa, 

highlighting the leadership of a younger one over an adult.  

 

Musa thus emerged as a role model because he assumed his personal responsibility at each stage:  

¶ As a son to his dying father;  

¶ As a grand son to his grandmother;  

¶ As a cousin to his cousin Tandi who was raped by her teacher;  

¶ As a friend on the street;  

¶ As a strong human character not tempted to steal even at the weakest moment of his life when 

he was hungry and had no shelter.   

 

LESSONS LEARNED: At the end of the screening, participants were asked to say what they have 

learned from the film. Here are some of the lessons learned among others:  

¶ Everybody can contract HIV regardless to the social status, race, community, education;  

¶ AIDS must be fought with courage and determination at every level;  

¶ Speak the truth, say it out; when it is AIDS, say it!   

¶ We can always learn from the people we meet, regardless of age, race ï everybody has 

something to share;  

¶ Like the drums used in Africa to pass out messages, we can use our voices together to conquer 

AIDS;  

¶ We should not be selfish with information. By sharing what we know with others, we help 

them to be informed and we win together;  

¶ We need encouragement from the elderly, like little Musa in the film who took the challenges 

to fend for the family with encouragement from the grandmother;  

¶ Tradition played a negative role in the fight against AIDS in Africa. Death is usually linked to 

witchcraft or a curse, rather than AIDS;  
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¶ The role of the grand parents and burden in the era of AIDS;  

¶ Honesty pays because Musa despite all the difficulties he encountered in town, was bent to 

earn money through legal means instead of stealing and prostitution like the other kids;  

¶ A small child can make an adult to change behavior, like Musa making Norbert the truck 

driver to change his risky behaviour and also go for the AIDS test;  

¶ Everybody may know something, but every single contribution makes a difference;  

¶ To be successful, one has to put forth a goal and work toward achieving the goal.  

 

THE ñIò FACTOR: After the lessons learned, participants were asked to say what they would 

personally do to fight AIDS as a result of what they had learned from the film. Here are some 

personal declarations from the participants:  

¶ I will go do my AIDS test;  

¶ I will get more involve in the fight against AIDS;  

¶ I will stop prostitution;  

¶ I will abstain from sexual intercourse;  

¶ I will be a good example for others to copy;  

¶ I will do my AIDS test, if positive, I now know it is not the end of the world and what to do in 

order to stay alive;  

¶ I will now learn from others even if they are younger than myself, for they may have 

something new to teach me;  

¶ I will give comfort to those who are sick;  

¶ I will henceforth converse with my family about AIDS;  

¶ I will learn more about the use of condoms for myself and others.  

 

NOTE OF THANKS: African Action on AIDS would like to thank all our partners for giving young 

people a chance to watch and debate this great film. ñThat is often all one person can give to another, 

but it can make all the differenceò as we are reminded by former US President Bill Clinton in 

ñGivingò, his latest book.  

 

Moreover, this screening, which took place during the Black History Month in the US, helped 

participants to link with lives and teachings of Black Americans leaders like Rosa Parks who used her 

ñI FACTORò when her community was challenged. This also brought in mind the following words of 

another Black American Icon, Dr. Martin Luther King, ñEveryone can be great because everyone can 

serveò!
