The International Decade for Action, “Water for Sus-
tainable Development “2018-2028, will be at its halfway mark.  It offers 
a  perfect opportunity for us to face our options, integrate our water and climate 
agendas and make sure that breakthroughs will lead to more predictable and 
safer development, as well as increased international confidence and security…”
