RE: SUPPORT FOR SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENTS

Greetings from TASO. Thank you very much for your continued support
and encouragement and for taking on the support of four TASO

children. I enclose short profiles and photographs of the four
children selected by AARA for support.

As mentioned in my letter of 7-07-1992, TASO is currently
supporting eleven children with their education and a scheme has
been initiated to support these children. It would be more
efficient and consistent if TASO supported the four AAA children in
the same way, sending on information and school reports to AAA each
vear. It would therefore make the scheme more efficient if AAA
paid the school fees for the four selected children to the TASO
Foreign Exchange Account, enabling TASO to make the necessary
payments to the schools. If the school fees are paid straight from
AAA to the schools, there could be problems in administration and
receipts. The children may also be forced to change schools due to
the death/ illness of their parents which would complicate their
sponsorship further. If you are agreeable, I would be grateful if
you could send a cheque to TASO Foreign Currency Account, (Barclays
Bank Embassy House Branch, A/C 4047638) clearly marked for
secondary school sponsorship. This money would be used strictly
for the four children supported by AAA.
